FESTIVAL RULES

“Città di Pergola”  5th SHORT FILM FESTIVAL 

Pergola (Pesaro-Urbino) – September 2008

1. PROMOTERS AND ORGANIZERS

Promoters and organizers of the “Città di Pergola” Short Film Festival - 5th edition are the Pergola Pro Loco Association and the Municipality of Pergola. Further promoters are CARITAS Marche – which announces the “Peace and Human Rights” Award – and other associations, organizations and private sponsors. The Festival is also made possible by contributions from Marche Regional Council.

2. PURPOSES

This Festival pursues the purpose of stimulating a dialogue concerning the basic values of contemporary society, using the cinematographic language. This event aims for the supporting and the promoting of young and/or independent film makers' cinematographic research and experimentation.

3. PROGRESS PERIOD

The 5th edition will occur in Pergola (PU), Italy, during the last week of September 2008. You will be notified about dates and timetable of projection with fair advance through the Festival website.

4. COMPETITION

4.1 Professional directors category “CITTA' DI PERGOLA AWARD”

a)  Submission is free and open to all the fiction, animation and video art works produced in Italian language or subtitled in Italian.

b)  This category is open to works shot in any format and with any technique, lasting no more than 15 minutes, produced after 1st January 2003.

c)  This category has no subject.

4.2 Caritas Category “PEACE AND HUMAN RIGHTS – Goals of Peace”

a)  This category is announced by Caritas Marche. Submission is free and open to works produced in any country and language.

b) In order to be admitted, the works have to be based on the subject “Goals of Peace”, in relationship with the Millennium Development Goals (http://www.un.org/millenniumgoals/) that 189 United Nations member states have agreed to try to achieve by the year 2015. The eight goals include: eradicate extreme poverty and hunger; achieve universal primary education; promote gender equality and empower women; reduce child mortality; improve maternal health; combat HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases; ensure environmental sustainability; develop a global partnership for development. In 2008 we celebrate the 60th anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights; therefore Caritas Marche, through the short films, wants to remark that the 189 member states must make meaningful efforts to achieve the goals by the year 2015.

c)  It is compulsory to subtitle in Italian, French or English those works that have not been shot in Italian, French or English.

d)  This category is open to works shot in any format, genre and technique lasting no more than 15 minutes.

4.3 Amateur Category: “PROLOCO AWARD”

a) Submission is free and open to fictional works produced by amateur directors.

b) Documentary-like works will not be admitted.

c) This category is open to short films shot in any format and technique, lasting no more than 10 minutes.

d)  This category has no subject.

5. WORKS SUBMISSION

a) Competitors will not be allowed to submit more than one work per category.

b) Works will be accepted in DVD format only. They must have a plastic packaging bearing a clear indication of: author's full name and address, title, original format, running time, year of production.

c)  You are required to fill in and sign the three pages submission form (or a photocopy of it) and to enclose at least two pictures taken from the short film.

d)  You are required to send your works along with the submission form and the information material needed to the following address:

Submission Deadline (postmark date): 1st July 2008.

Delivery charges are at the competitors’ expense.

e)  Each author  declares to be the holder of the utilization rights of his/her work and of all its components. He/she assures he/she has at his/her disposal the content of the work and that it does not break current laws and regulations, rights of third parties and in particular: performing rights, image rights, trade marks and industrial invention patents. He/she besides assures and declares that his/her work does not show defamatory contents. In any case the author releases the organization from any kind of loss, damage, responsibility, cost, burden and charge deriving from the content of the work and its projection in public.

f)  As a result to their entry, competitors authorize the Festival promoters and organizers to data processing and make use of their name and address for all uses related to the Festival, according to law 196/2003.

6. PRESELECTION AND SELECTION

a)  All the works we shall receive will be pre-selected by a committee formed by the organizers, cinema experts and cultural operators.

b)  Selected works will be admitted to the competition and evaluated by juries which will award the prizes as follows. Juries will be notified through the Festival website.

c)  Judgements expressed by the pre-selection committee and the juries are unquestionable. So, competitors will not be allowed to ask for the assessments expressed by the pre-selection committee and Juries.

d)  Selected authors will be contacted by organizers who will notify date and time of projections.

7. COMPETITION AWARDS

7.1 Professional directors category “CITTA' DI PERGOLA AWARD”

The jury will award the following prizes, with the possibility of special mentions. No equal prizes.

a) Best Film Award

b) “La Tarantola” Special Award




€ 200,00 + claque

(Only for fiction works)

c)  Audience Award





€ 200,00 + plaque

(Only for Animation and Video-Art works)

7.2 Caritas Category “PEACE AND HUMAN RIGHTS – Goals of Peace”

A committee chosen by Caritas will award the following prizes with the possibility of special mentions.

a) “Peace and Human Right – Goals of Peace” Best Film

€ 700,00 + plaque

b) Best Technical Production




€ 400,00 + plaque

c) “Reflections on the theme” Special Award


€ 400,00 + plaque

7.3 Amateur Category: “PROLOCO AWARD”

The Jury will award the following prizes, with the possibility of special mentions. No equal prizes.

a)  Best Film Award





€ 200,00 + plaque

8. GENERAL RULES

a)  In order to award money prizes, authors (or delegates of them) must take part in the Prize-giving night, except for particular circumstances which have to be arranged with the Festival Direction.

b)  The Festival Organization will cover the expenses for the hospitality of those prize-winning authors (one person only) who do not reside within the Province of Pesaro-Urbino. Sleeping accommodations for directors’ partners will be provided paying € 25,00 per night per person. Hospitality for those authors who compete in the Caritas Category will be directly settled and arranged by Caritas Marche.

c) Please, send us your works in widely-used and compatible formats in order to avoid any technical projection problems (the festival organization will not be able to re-edit your work to make it compatible with the projection tools. Any problem of this kind could prevent the work from being awarded.

d)  The Festival Organization rigidly undertakes to take care of the works that will reach it. Yet there is no liability on the Organization's part for any theft, damage or loss of the works incurred during the Festival.

e)  Both the admitted and the not admitted short film DVD copies will not be returned. They will become part of the Festival files. The works may be projected during non-profit nights in order to promote short film and the organizers' activity.

f)  Submission to the CARITAS Category implies the gratuitous permit of the recording, broadcasting and use rights of the work to CARITAS MARCHE, with any technical mean and broadcast technology (off air, satellite, DVD, VHS, internet), only for non-profit events. The author releases the Festival Organizers from any further responsibility related to the use - by CARITAS Marche and any associated subject - of the works submitted to the “Peace and Human Rights – Caritas Award” Category. The author considers solved any relationship between CARITAS MARCHE and the author himself after the Festival.

g)  Forwarding the submission form implies a full acceptance of the Festival Rules.

h)  Pergola Pro Loco Association, being organizer and executive committee of the festival, has the power to decide about matters not provided for by the Festival Rules.

i)   For any dispute incurred Pesaro is the place of Jurisdiction.
